Chairman Report, concerns raised by the committee regarding the Fireworks Display due to be held on 5th November.  It was noted that Danters would not be able to provide their normal fair on the 5th and subsequently there would be inadequate lighting and attraction to the field leaving cause for concern regarding Health & Safety of staff and visitors.  Cllr Thompson confirmed that under Standing Orders 13(a), three councillors had written to the Clerk to enable the original decision to be revisited, allowing the event to be rediscussed with a view to considering Saturday 12th November.  Mrs Webster confirmed that all parties concerned had been contacted and could facilitate a change to 12th November. 
Cllr Harries asked about the financial implications should the date be changed.  Mrs Webster confirmed there would be no detrimental financial impact to the council.

	COMMUNITY BUILDINGS COMMITTEE

To consider and agree expenditure not exceeding £1034.40 for 2 unlocked defib cabinets and update on latest position.
Mrs Webster advised that she had successfully secured a grant from Londonhearts.com towards 2 defib cabinets.  To secure the grant, the remaining amount once the grant has been allocated needs to be settled in full.  Mrs Webster further confirmed that Cllr Mark Hawthorne would honour a grant of £1000.00 towards the council for this cause.
Cllr Lee PROPOSED to agree expenditure not exceeding £1034.40 to purchase 2 defib cabinets.
Seconded: Cllr Thompson: Vote: unanimous: So resolved   

To consider and agree expenditure not exceeding £7290.00 including VAT to replace faulty lighting in Hall 1 with a view to viring the money from reserves.
Mrs Webster asked for this to be deferred to the next Community Buildings Committee meeting.

To consider and agree expenditure not exceeding £6330.00 for the revised price for the maintenance of the Synthetic Pitch and to discuss alternative options.
Mrs Webster advised that the current provider can no longer sustain the contract at the current price.  Alternative quotes have been obtained and compared with current provider.
Cllr Wilcox PROPOSED expenditure not exceeding £5337.00 to continue with an Astro maintenance plan.
Seconded: Cllr Barwood: Vote: unanimous: So resolved 

To consider and agree expenditure not exceeding £581.86 for maintenance contract for servicing of the office air conditioning unit.
Mrs Webster advised this was a requirement following a Health & Safety inspection.

Cllr Wilcox PROPOSED to agree expenditure not exceeding £144.00 for annual servicing of the air conditioning unit.
Seconded: Cllr Miss Weston: vote: unanimous: So resolved
